Introductions

Round room introductions were made, as listed for the above attendance

Declarations of interest

Minutes from the February 2010 meeting were accepted. Actions and matters arising (if not an item at
the present meeting):

JG (p.2): Water Framework Directive i difficult to see where opportunities to assist from the outside of
Environment agency are possible at present and how these could be implemented on the estuary and
other water bodies. Howard Davidson (EA Thames and Southern area Director) will be visiting EA Area
offices and JG will keep the group informed on the process. SB noted the EA are working on the
localism agenda and trying hard to understand what it means and will be producing a news update
about this soon. JG also affirmed that the Thames Estuary Partnership is working with EA and other
partners toward the localism and Big Society agenda.

JG (p. 2): Big Lottery grant f or T h a methe prbjectis nedrly
complete with a launch of the map on March 10™ 2011. The Thames Estuary Partnership will also be
applying for funding for a 3 year education post to develop the Thames Learning Group and help use
the real stories of estuary life in education.

JG (p2): Marine Management Organisation 1 TEP circulated a map of the MMOs Marine Plan Areas
(also available www.thamesweb.com) noting the first announced areas for planning are 3 and 4 (East
inshore and East offshore). JG has been working with the MMO and east coast partners and held a
workshop in November 2010. This preparation work will help ensure Area 5 (South East Inshore / The
Thames Estuary) is better prepared when it is our turn to be consulted on planning the mixed use of the
sea.

PGilson i Asked if the MMO were invited to this meeting. JG fed back that they are always informed of
TEP Action Group Meetings but has been told that they have so few officers that they cannot attend
due to resource constraints. JG is trying to find out at a senior level when this situation will change.
(Action JG to feedback) JLamb suggested the new TEP Chair (Peter Bye) should write to Defra
outlining these meetings are an opportunity fo
meetings are neutral and would enable them to hear first hand issues that they could then feed back
on. (Action JG to arrange with Peter Bye)

Clir P.Wexham and ClIr J Lamb updated the group about silting issues Leigh Creek i the issue has not

JLamb noted that many attendees to the meeting are on the shadow board of Inshore Fisheries and
Conservation Authorites(l FCA) . This role is not the same as
have a more reaching and conservational approach. The IFCA board have been selected by Defra and
the MMO with many thinking the panel does not represent commercial fishing very thoroughly (e.g. with
weighting to Oystermen but lacking in representation of other fisheries.

Gudron Gilson i raised the issue of poor representation on the IFCA board of different fisheries. It was
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noted that although Defra are responsible for appointments onto the panel the board members may
have the powked peoplce onto the panel. Andrew R4
letter to the minister about Cockle representation on the IFCA board. The response agreed that the

issue had not been handled as well as it could have been and that the possible development of a

0r evi egnoGp maybe an option.

Glyn Gilson T noted the recent bye-law put in place on 19" Feb re: herring fishing. He noted that bye-
laws are often based on in-accurate sampling not representative of everyday accounts by fishermen 1
he asked how fast bye-laws can be changed or removed. He stressed how difficult such bye-laws are
to specific fishermené6ts livelihoods and that it
impossible (also supported by PG and others). JL noted it was a K&E SFC bye law ratified by the
committee rather than any individual. If reports of changes in circumstances are properly documented
and reported (evidence) then the bye-laws can be altered in response. JW noted that the bye law
implements closure on herring fishing in the inner estuary once a quota has been reached. He noted
that bye laws are not made lightly and are based on scientific surveys. However, it was agreed that it
was good for fishermen to raise the issues (especially where many IFCA panel members were present)
over survey concern and they should feed back with documented evidence using their records from on
board equipment to prove fish locations and numbers with dated printouts / digital photos with date and
time on them of catches, etc. (ACTION FISHERMEN)

John Gilson i noted the need for flexibility and attitude change i he believes that the boards of
decision makers (such as IFCA) need to listen and trust the fishermen, as without this, the support of
the fishermen will be lost. He was also concerned about where the information they provide decision
makers goes as he also felt the decision makers are not made up of the right people.

P Wexham enquired whether any regulations were changing if Oystermen will require a licence such as
the Cocklers do? JW noted that at present there was no proposal for any change.

Kentish Flats Offshore Wind farm Extension i Kirsty Godwin

KG introduced herself as an Environmental Officer working for Vattenfall Ltd on the community
consultation report for the Kentish flats wind farm extension. Vattenfall have sent 400 letters and more
than 200 emails to people in the Whitstable and Herne Bay area about the proposed 17 additional wind
turbines proposed to extend the existing wind farm. The consultation continues until 4™ March 2011.

Approximately half of the attendees at the meeting indicated they knew of the proposed extension, with
many of them not knowing any details about the project. Please see attached non-technical summary

J Lamb welcomed the group to make comments that can then be fed back to Vattenfall through the
minutes.

JohnGilsoni bel i eves the consultation pr oc é somnsidering Then |
Crown Estate offered the opportunity to Vattenfall to extend the Kentish Flats wind farm i he believes
the decision has already been made. In addition, John Gilson enquired as to whether there were any
surveys undertaken on the effect of the (existing) wind farm on fisheries (for example, pre-existing
cockle patches that existed previously were stated to no longer exist since wind farm development, and
an area of starfish around the development now suffocate the oyster beds underneath. Kirsty Godwin
noted that she is able to send/share survey reports to show there has been little/no disturbance (Action
KG/Vattenfall) to TEP to circulate.

Daryl Godbold 1 has been speaking to Brown and May Consultants (that are undertaking fish survey
work on behalf of Vattenfall) as he is concerned about the disturbance from layering of cables with the
London Array cables that are already in place. Can more information be fed back about this? (Action
Vattenfall to TEP to circulate.)

Steve Dell i is concerned about whether there will be any exclusion zones to the important Cockle
grounds around The Spaniard and Middle Bank. Leanne James noted that the Middle Bank Cockle
Fishery has been highlighted as important and will be fed into the full Environmental Impact
Assessment (for which Brown and May contribute the Fishery aspect). Draft copies of the EIA will be
ready by the end of February 2011 but feedback from consultation will also continue to be fed into the
drafts after this. Once the EIA becomes a public domain document there will be a chance to feedback.

It was suggested TEP and IFCA may be useful to disseminate drafts in order to gather feedback i this

Matthew Smith i raised concern about the recovery time from previous wind farm developments to
previous states. He noted that there has not been a full recovery since the last development. Leanne
James noted that onatural fisheries surveybo

Paul Gilson i linked the issue of the recent herring fishing restriction and possible negative effects of
the wind farm extension. He noted that Herring are sensitive to the vibration and noise from
construction of such developments and have

and whether this can be addressed. Leanne James agreed that Herring swim bladders were affected
by vibration and this would be part of the EIA work. Joss Wiggins noted that hammering of pylons
during construction may be an issue but that he was not aware the turbine noise caused Herring a
problem. (Action IFCA/Vattenfall to liaise then feedback)

John Gilson i enquired about the proposed increase in turbine size and whether there would be knock
on impacts in vibration (up to 50% increase) as a result of the larger turbines.

Balanced Seas i Marine Conservation Zones i Update by Lisa Jenner (Natural England)

LJ provided a brief overview of the Balanced Seas/Marine Conservation Zone project
http://www.balancedseas.org/ highlighting it as a stakeholder led process to identify and recommend
Marine Conservation Zones for the inshore and off-shore waters of south-east England. An update on
the progress of the project was circulated to the group (attached to these minutes) i with LJ providing
these details to the group at the meeting. It was highlighted that the 3" progress report is being sent to
the Scientific Advisory Panel on Monday 28" February (TEP will provide an update on this ASAP, it
is not available yet), following the earlier reports from June and October 2010. At present there are 9
suggested Broad Areas of Interest (BAIls) that are sites requiring further detailed discussion, and 16
draft Marine Conservation Zones (MCZs) that are areas that have been more highly discussed as to
important species and habitats with discussed boundaries. At present none of these are definitive but
currently within the area there are 2 proposed BAIs: (Blackwater, Crouch, Roach & Colne Estuaries
(BAI 13) and Thames Estuary (BAI 5), and 2 proposed MCZs: Medway Estuary (draft MCZ 6) and The
Swale Estuary (draft MCZ 10).

Questions/discussion:

Gudron Gilson i enquired whether Balanced Seas are obliged to suggest a fixed number of designated
areas for MCZs as part of the project (with reference to Margate and Longsands). It was clarified that
there was some confusion with Balanced Seas and Natura 2000 / EU Marine Protection Areas MPAS)
that covers this area and has no obligation of consultation of fishermen which is completely separate
from the Balanced Seas project. As SDC notes, it can be confusing for fishermen with many different
on-going conservation projects.

Steve Dell i noted that Cockle fishermen had been asked questions at interview as part of Balanced
Seas that did not relate easily to the nature of their work. It therefore may have seemed that Cocklers
were giving a minimal response as based on the questions asked they could not detail properly their
specific methods, fluctuating locations, etc. LJ suggested that there may be an opportunity to review
this by a talking/phone interview. (Action Balanced Seas to follow up, LJ to feedback to Balanced
Seas Manager).

Cllr P Wexham i enquired whether the size of the units used to discuss sites has changed. Originally
the 5 x 5 mile grid was being used, although it was confirmed this was just to begin discussion on
areas. Now sites are discussed in much finer resolution as required which was a concern for fishermen
due to the narrow and long shape of the estuary.

LJ assured everyone that final sites chosen would use sensible physical landmarks in any agreed
areas.

Paul Gilson wished to note on behalf of the fishing industry that he is thankful for the recognition that
the Balanced Seas project has given to fishermen and the stakeholder led process. Mick Sharp noted
that discussion about the Thames area has still been lacking compared to discussions covering the Isle

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of Wight and Solent. However, as the Thames region meetings are up-coming this matter is being
addressed. MS noted it important not to let this important region fall off the radar and encouraged
support from local fishermen. SDC also noted that the IFCA will be in charge of managing the MCZs
once designated and so it is important to get the right information and best decisions made T in terms
of ensuring the best sustainable management and planning for the Estuary in the future.

Greater Thames Developments i London Gateway Port

Chris Webb and Emma Deary represented London Gateway Port at the meeting. CW gave a
presentation on the background, environmental setting, ecology and marine monitoring progress since
March 2010 (commencement of dredge) of the port development. The power point presentation is a
large file and can be sent on request by TEP using a free website link (rather than circulating big files
by email). CW noted that the regulators have all provided positive feedback to date. The relocation
programme of 237, 783 protected wildlife species from the site was completed by 22" November 2010.

CW also noted that the Shell Jetties are now being moved east and serviced by a new pipeline and
they are beginning new quay wall works. The phase 2 development will follow on from phase 1 with no
delay in which the sub-surface works will be completed with the remaining surface structures to be
devel oped O6subj e cadedthal thay arenashatiead of ta&r§ét on the expected timescale
of the project.

The set up, locations and example plots from Red-Line monitoring and sensitive receiver monitoring
were outlined as well as turbidity plots from

CW noted that Cockle surveys were undertaken pre-dredge in 2008 and comparable biomass has been
recorded by the monitoring for Cockles during 2010 (during dredge). Concern was raised by many
fishermen (e.g. GA and SD) that the ground truth showed a different trend with reduced biomass down
to a 13% vyield in 2010. This is comparable to a decrease of approx 40%. It was stressed that even a
small change in the biomass (1-2 grams) has a large influence on the overall volume of a boat load of
cockles. It is the reduction in the weight of meat overall that is being noticed and therefore affects
income.

CW noted that they have followed the agreed process and undertaken 9 Cockle Liaison consultations
for their monitoring and suggested that if other data exists that can be compared to the monitoring data
CW/London Gateway Port then perhaps this should be undertaken (Action Cocklers and DP World to
liaise). JW noted that the K&E SFC surveys measured total weight and not biomass so could not be
compared.

John Gilson asked why there is still compensation if they are protecting the marine environment
adequately? CW noted they had invited fishermen (e.g. JW) to review the process they were
undertaking (both on the water/dredger and assessing the monitoring data. JL noted that if fishermen
provide evidence and data then it is their opportunity to have it examined. It was noted that this would
need to be undertaken through solicitors for the protection of the fishermen. GA furthered his concern
about Marsh End Sands (Area 1) and the mortality of Cockles i the fishermen had not been given the
report and told they , London Gateway Port, 6w
being an open process). Action London Gateway Port to follow this up

Steve Dell i Enquired about the monitoring depths of the red-line buoys. He raised concern about
sediment plumes possibly being untraced as they are below the depths of the lowest monitor.

CW confirmed that the monitors were placed at different heights to capture this information and none
had been recorded.

Peter Wexham 1 raised the Blacktail area and White Weed issue (and associated biodiversity within
the weeds). The weeds have been there for as long as PW knew and within the last fishing season this
had died. CW noted that the RL 2 buoy had not exceeded any turbidity levels in this nearby location
and could see no evidence that they are responsible for this.

Paul Gilson commented that despite being re-assured about the timescale of the project, he was
concerned about the future of Dubai Ports considering the unrest in the Middle East and what impact
this may have on the Estuary if the project was not completed. M Sharp suggested it may be useful for
London Gateway Port to provide an updated timetable of dredging activity and locations so that

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fishermen can see in advance where activity is expected , avoid those areas and so it can help them.
He also confirmed that financial backing was not in doubt. CW suggested this updated timetable of
dredging activity and locations may be possible with the condition that dredgers may be moved or
stopped at short notice to fit the licensing and monitoring constraints. (Action London Gateway Port
to feedback on this)

John Adams noted that at Sealife Adventure they use water directly from the Thames into their
aquarium tanks. He is concerned about copper and heavy metal levels which are poisonous to fish and
whether they can be given advance warnings about water quality if levels begin to increase. CW noted
this should not be a problem (Action DP World and Sealife adventure to liaise). GA made a further
note that the feedback time for assessment of heavy metals can take a long time (15-20 days) and so
this could be a potential problem for Sealife Adventure as they may use contaminated water before the
monitoring results are obtained.

John Gilson asked whether the monitoring has ever had to be stopped because of threshold
exceedence levels.

Current issues for fishermen

Matthew Smith 7 stressed his concern about the amount of deterioration and destruction in the estuary
as a result of the developments such as London Gateway Port. He reported a very large silt plume as a
result of dredge activity around Sea Reach 2, approx lam on 25" Feb. He noted he had reported this
to VTS at the time, and it is noted here as a report for K&E SFC in case it needs following up.

Balanced Seas is a collaborative project working to recommend Marine Conservation Zones (MCZs) areund south
east England. MCZs will be set up under the Marine and Coastal Access Act of 2009 to protect nationally
important marine wildlife, hhitats, geology and geomorphologihe recommendations for the MCZs will be
developed by those with an interest in the sea, ensuring that €mginomic interests are taken into account.

Overall status of the Project

Balanced Seas has submitted two giess reports to the independent Science Advisory Panel (SAP), in June and
October last year. The SAP is a group of scientists set up to ensure that the overall network of MPAs is
ecologically coherent and adequately responds to the targets set. Thkglogress report will be submitted

next week on Monday 2Bebruary. It will be available on the Balanced Seas webgite/(balancedseas.co.yk

in early March, and a popular summary version will be producted Ia the month.

Progress made to date can be summarised as follows:

MCZ. Although a number of locations have been discussed, the only site that is proposed at present is Pagham

Each Project will make a presentation on its third progress report at a meeting of the Science Advisory Panel on
Thursday 3 March. This time, eight stakeholders have been invited as observers to this meeting; Dale Rodmell
(NFFO) and Dave Cuthbert (NUTFA) will represent the fisheries sectors.

Update on the Thames Estuary area
The following sites are identified inghThird Progress Report:

e Blackwater, Crouch, Roach & Colne Estuafigal3) Important for a number of Ecological Network
Guidance (ENG) species and habitat features, as well as spawning grounds. Most notable for its
commercially harvested oyster popuian. Still considered a BAI as the project is awaiting guidance from
Natural England on how to address shellfisheries in MCZs (this is expected to be available in March).

e Thames Estuary (BAI )a key area for the Tentacled Lagoon Worm and smelt, botthich are species
listed in the ENG. Still considered a BAI as further discussion is needed at a site meeting with more local
input on issues such as port development activities and identification of the upstream boundary.

e Medway Estuary (draft MCZ @&)important nursery area for several commercial fish species and also some
habitats and species listed in the ENG. Further discussion will be needed to resolve issues relating to the
ports and commercial fisheries.

e The Swale Estuary (draft MCZ 104 very ich area with several ENG species and habitats, as well as fish
nursery areas. Oysters are harvested commercially in this area.
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Impact Assessment

Each regional MCZ project will produce an Impact Assessment (IA) and there will also be a
combined and cumutave IA assessing the potential impact of the MCZ recommendations
proposed by the four regional stakeholder groups. The final IAs will be submitted to Natural
England and JNCC by 30 September 2011.

There had been some incidents of graffiti around the sailing club.

3. Old Town Charrette

Basically this was a get together of all groups with interests in the Old Town. Unfortunately no
residents were able to attend.

The basic idea from the Chapter of Architects, all of whom were local, stemmed from concern
about the continued protection and enhancement of the Old Town and its diverse uses.

The sessions comprised of workshop discussions to tease out the issues which were of main
concern and these would then be drawn together in a future report for consideration.

The main points which came out of the sessions were inevitably the issues of traffic and parking,
but also issues relating to the environment, the aesthetics of the Old Town, unsightly
development, mainly the 3 entrance bridges and how they could be enhanced as gateways to the
Town and the cockle shed jetty development, improving the public realm areas and the potential
for some development, but of a controlled nature. There were also a number of smaller issues
which it was felt could be dealt with in the shorter term.

The sessions were well presented and were designed to look beyond the obvious. It was a
disappointment that no Old Town residents were able to be present.

Richard King the organiser was very pleased with the response and would be producing a report
in due course. In order to achieve any real gains it was recognised that there were significant
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barriers to land use and funding. In addition to this there were health and safety issues that
prevented changes to the Cockle Shed area.

ATurning the Tideo lottery funding bid for Strand

The preliminary bid had been submitted and it was expected that there may be some news by
July.

Meeting with Mark Flewitt (Southend Borough Councillor) and Andrew Meddle (Head of Planning
and Transport)

The Chairman reported the actions that arose from the meeting (Appendix 1). There was general
agreement that early signage was required to direct motorists to where they could park rather
than arrive in the Old Town and cause obstructions.

Disabled parking was an issue and the fact that cars were left displaying disabled badges in
positions that would hinder emergency access.

That a request be made to SBC for warden patrolling in the evenings as events at the Boatyard
are causing cars to obstruct the High Street with consequences for emergency vehicles.

It was generally agreed that there needed to be adequate early signage directing people to the station
and other car parks outside the Old Town. The Government were now looking to reduce signage
generally and it was thought that there could be a rationalisation of the signage without compromising
the conservation area.

PuBLIC PROTECTION MATTERS

Rubbish bins around The Triangle (EIm Road, Rectory Grove and Broadway West)

Additional bins in this area and on The Broadway will be provided. However, it is understood that
Leigh Town Council will help pay for the cost of the upgrade to Victoriana style bins in this area.
Can you please confirm what amount per bin you are prepared to pay and up to what maximum
amount.

Sponsorship on bins

This considered acceptable, as long as it is sponsorship and not advertising. The Council would
have to agree any proposed sponsor, but | suspect that we would have similar concerns and
interests to protect.

I nstallation of bin by Sarads Tea Rooms
This has now been undertaken, although the location is on the opposite side of the High Street,
as there is no pavement outside the tea rooms.

Bins on the Cinder Path

The Public Protection team will investigate this further, as there are potential difficulties in
collecting bins located in areas inaccessible by vehicle. Further concerns have also been raised
with regard to the type of bin proposed and your view on this is welcomed, as they must be large
enough to cater for the amount of waste likely to be deposited in them, but not so large as to
obstruct an already narrow footpath.

ING MATTERS

LTC councillors could be included in the planning training we provide for DC Committee.

This has been discussed with the portfolio holder for Planning & Transport and he is happy to
accommodate LTC Councillors. | can offer this training to start from the beginning of the new
municipal year when we roll out our introductory and key training in the first two sessions,
supplemented throughout the year with other topical planning matters. The invitation is also
cordially extended to the Town Clerk.

Can you discuss with the Town Clerk opportunities for Neighbourhood Plans and vanguard
status.

The application period for Vanguard Status expired in February 2011 and this avenue of funding
is now closed. The services of the Strategic Planning team have been offered to support the
work of LTC in preparing a Neighbourhood Plan or Neighbourhood Development Order. This
offer was made at our meeting on the 10" March and a further meeting has been offered to
discuss this.

LTC would like to be involved in discussions about the proposed Community Infrastructure Levy
and opportunities for its service delivery.

The Strategic Planning team has been asked to include LTC in its policy formulation and
consultation on this.

LTC expressed a desire to be more involved in the Development Control Committee.
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. The management of the DC Committee is set out i n
relevant public speaking provisions. A change would be required to facilitate any public body, as
opposed to an individual, speaking. This change may lead to a number of groups wishing to
speak, e. g. Resident 6s Associations, conservation
and ineffective DC Committees. The general principle is that written representations are afforded
exactly the same weight in the decision making process, as those made orally. It is hoped that
through the training programme, LTC will be better placed to engage more effectively on
planning applications.

5. The Town Council would like to be included in wider planning consultation on planning
applications
. The Planning Delivery Grant was used to provide LTC with additional IT equipment to enable
more effective consultation. They can medveeklyy sear

List for applications in their area. Unfortunately resources do not allow for a bespoke system or
officer time to service LTC needs. Again, it is hoped that through the training programme, LTC
will be better placed to engage more effectively on planning applications.

1. Policy for Dropped Kerbs

Consent from the highways authority is required for all PVXs, but where the PVX:

2. Policy around bollards / posts

. Where a complaint is received or a highways inspector notices that a forecourt or access is being
used by crossing the footway without a PVX, then the Council writes to the occupant requesting
that they apply for a PVX. In cases where this happens and the PVX is refused or where no
application is received, then the Council considers the merits of installing bollards. | am currently
enforcing, for example 2 / 4 Southsea Avenue and will be enforcing 16 / 18 Southsea Avenue, if
no application is received. Both properti dasd wil
instlled, rather than the industrial one used to stop vehicles overrunning, etc.

. Review the signage for car parks in Old Leigh
. It was agreed that the signage for parking in Old Leigh would be revised to send it to the Leigh
Marshes car park and to demonstrate that there was limited parking over the flyover.
. Mirror at the top of the steps at Leigh-on-Sea Railway Station
o It was agreed that the Council would provide this.
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. Access to the Old Town
. The more general issue of access to the Old Town was discussed and the fact that no way
forward seems obvious. There is a clear difference of opinion between some residents and
visitors and the businesses that operate from the Old Town. No way forward was agreed at the
meeting, but ClIr Flewitt did suggest that you wish to speak to the Borough Councillors covering
Leigh to see if there is consensus to progress this.

6. Update on works at Leigh-on-Sea Railway station
. Current works at the station relate to the provision of a cycle shelter, which is part of the
Council 6s programme of improving such facilities

has been put into the slope under Belton Way West and a retaining wall constructed. The WH
Roads container will be removed once the works are complete.

7. Consultation on traffic proposals relating to the Olympics
. It was agreed that Leigh Town Council will be consulted on any proposals put forward by the
Borough Council in this regard.

Signage for North Street and Elm Road car parks
. It is agreed that this needs improvement and this will be carried out over the next few months.
New signs for The Broadway, Alexandra Road and EIm Road will be installed.

OTHER MATTERS

1. Paddling Pool Signage and Groyne Markers

. The issue of providing signing and markers for the paddling pool was raised and as this is an
LTC facility, it would not be appropriate for the Borough Council to take responsibility for
maintaining and implementing signage and markers. | would suggest you contact the Coastal
Defence Engineer if you wish to discuss what is needed. He can be contacted on 01702 215719.

2. Bin Design

. A new variant of the Victoriana bin used in conservation areas is being sourced, which will also
offer a recycling option. It is intended to provide these for the Old Town and Broadway areas
once they are available, as per your query on The Triangle above.
